|.2. The list of joint activities in the areas of cooperation is set out in Annex 1, which
is an integral part of this agreement. If necessary, this list can be supplemented and refined by
agreement of the Parties,

I.3. This agreement comes into force from the date of its signing and is valid for five
(3} years.

Article 2. General Provisions

2.1. Cooperation will be implemented through joint coordinators on all sides in the
following forms:
- researching: experimental, scientific-methodical, design works; consulting and
expertise;
- participation in the development of scientific and methodological and reporting
analytical documentation, practical and theoretical materials of innovative content:
- gxchange of research information documentation and literature:
- training of specialists of the Parties, organization of internships;
- holding joint seminars, conferences and meetings.
2.2, The contributions of the Parties are of a non-commercial nature, activities under
this agreement are non-commercial and do not provide for the formation of profits.
2.3. To implement joint programs, projects and developments within the framework
of the identified areas of cooperation, the Parties may involve scientific, rescarch, design,
technological and other organizations, as well as individual scientists and specialists.



2.4, The content of the cooperation, its organizational matters and the procedure for
financing will be coordinated directly by the coordinators within the framework of additional
agreements to this agreement.

2.3, A party wishing to terminate this cooperation agreement must notify the other
Party not later than 1 month before the proposed withdrawal from the contract. The
application must be made in writing.

Article 3. Rights to the results of intellectual activity

3.1. Rights to the results of intellectual activity arising from the activities of one of the
Parties belong to this Party.

3.2, In case of joint ownership of the results of intellectual activity, each Party has the
right to use such a result at its own discretion, unless otherwise established by the parties.

Article 4. Force Majeure

4.1. Neither Party shall be liable to the other Party for non-fulfillment of obligations
caused by force majeure circumstances that have arisen in addition to the will and will of the
Parties and which can not be foreseen or avoided, including declared or actual war, civil
unrest, epidemics, blockade, embargo, earthquakes, floods | fires and other natural disasters,
efc.

4.2, A party that can not fulfill its obligation as a result of force majeure circumstances
must notify the other Party in writing in one (1) month about the existing obstacles and their
impact on the performance of obligations under this Treaty.

Article 5. Final Provisions

3.1. The Agreement is concluded in Russian, Farsi and English in 9 copies, each
having equal legal force, three copies for each Party.

5.2. Any agreement between the Parties entailing new obligations that do not derive
from the Treaty shall be confirmed by the Parties in the form of additional agreements to the
Treaty. All changes and additions to the Agreement are deemed valid if they are made in
writing and signed by the appropriate authorized representatives of the Parties,

5.3, The dispute and disagreement concerning this Agreement shall be settled by
negotiations or in accordance with the procedure established by law,
